Your submission on the Proposal for the Canterbury Regional Pest Management Plan


Our submission relates 6.4 Pests to be managed under sustained control programme


We would like you to amend the list of species required to be cleared to within 10m of a
boundary under the Good Neighbour rule to include additional species.


Specifically in out case we would like it to include boneseed, banana passionfruit and tree
Lucerne. It may be necessary to include other species in other areas.


As an example we have spent many days clearing a boundary, but the unoccupied land upslope
is a dense thicket of numerous weed species. To require the absentee neighbour to clear only
gorse and broom to within 10m of the boundary goes only part of the way to help prevent a
complex weed reinvasion of our land from above.
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
