2. This month our words are Te WaikǕkahi and WaitǕhuna which are both streams in the 
Northern Fan area of the zone. 

 

Te WaikǕkahi is the correct (traditional KǕi Tahu) name for the Waikakahi Stream, which flows 
into the north side of the Waitaki River. The river was named after the New Zealand freshwater 
mussel (kǕkahi, Hyridella menziesi) which is commonly found in freshwater lakes, ponds, rivers, 
and creeks throughout Aotearoa. During the 1879 Smith-Nairn Commission, RǕwiri Te Maire and 
Te Maiharoa recorded Te WaikǕkahi as a spring, kǕinga mahinga kai (food-gathering place), and 
river where tuna (eels) were gathered. 
 

WaitǕhuna is the correct (traditional KǕi Tahu) name for the Waihuna Stream, which flows into the 
north bank of the Waitaki River.

Waitaki Northern Fan Critical Source Mapping  

2. Environment Canterbury Land Management Advisor Tom Byrne and Biodiversity Officer 
Kennedy Lange will soon be offering their services to go on farm in the Northern Fan area to 
complete Critical Source Area (CSA) Mapping (at no charge).  

3. The Northern Fan Catchment includes Elephant hill, WaitǕhuna (Waihuna), Te WaikǕkahi 
(Waikakiahi), Waitaki Riverside and Whitneys Creek.  It is a Nutrient Allocation Area in the 
Land and Water Regional Plan (LWRP) Plan Change 5. There are three zones for water 
quality in Canterbury GREEN (OK) ORANGE (declining) and RED (poor). The Northern Fan 
is RED.  

4. The Northern Fan is also a management unit in the Lower Waitaki Zone Implementation Plan 
Addendum (ZIPA) with specific priorities being reducing sediment, E.coli, nitrate 
concentrations, long-term improvement of the streams and enhance biodiversity across the 
whole of the catchment.  

5. CSA mapping involves identifying areas on a specific farm that the landowner is required to 
manage using Good Management Practice (GMP). GMPs were designed in collaboration 
with industry for the purpose of mitigating environmental impacts on farm. CSAs often only 
require small tweaks in farming practices but these can result in huge environmental benefits 
including reduction/prevention of sediment and E. coli from entering waterways. They are low 
hanging fruit (Environmentally) and if collectively managed well in a catchment could 
increase the chances of meeting the ZIPA objectives over time. In addition to this the new 
government Intensive Winter Grazing regulations (IWG) require landowners to manage 
CSAs in a certain way. 

6. The Environment Canterbury staff are keen to deliver this proactive program in collaboration 
with landowners, MGI and the wider community.  They would value the Zone Committeeôs 
support and assistance with engagement to gain community buy-in, for example an article in 
the local paper, letters to landowners or personally contacting landowners.
